Ekes! Encounters in a Blue Book!

After examining some of the 76 lines of
The Brief Statement of Faith and exploring
five versions of the Abraham/Sarah
Narrative, Betty Porter led Adult Encounter
participants in the spiritual discipline of
Lectio Divina (divine reading leading to
meditation & prayer). Connecting the story
(narrative), a belief, and a spiritual practice
is the thrust of God Covenants with
Unexpected People, a six-week study

written by Betty Porter and published by
the Presbyterian Church (USA). At the end
of the session, Betty distributed Blue
Books to the shrieks of “Oh no, not the
infamous Blue Books” encouraging
everyone to engage in the spiritual
discipline of journaling.

Future sessions at 9:45 in the Geier Room
are:

Session 2 (Oct. 29) Narrative:
Abraham, Sarah, & Hagar encounter the
Covenant. How do we covenant today?
Belief: God chose a covenant people to
bless all. Spiritual Practice: Symbols of
Covenant; Examen; Thomas Merton
prayers.

Session 3 (Nov. 4) Narrative:
Ishmael & Isaac: Who’s in and who’s out?
Inclusion and exclusion in our stories,
beliefs & practices. Belief: God makes us
heirs with Christ of the covenant. Practice:
Shared praxis, handmade midrash, Rule of
Life.

Session 4 (Nov. 11) Narrative:
Isaac & Rebekah: arranged marriages,
strangers and families. Belief: We trust in
God the Holy Spirit. Spiritual Practice:
Hospitality, discernment, Litany of Blessing

Session 5 (Nov. 18) Narrative:
Jacob & Esau: sibling rivalry, deception
and a covenant gone awry. Belief: We
deserve God’s condemnation, yet God acts
with justice and mercy to redeem creation.
Spiritual Practice: Nested meditation,
centering chants, Litany of Blessing

Session 6 (Nov. 25) Narrative:
Jacob, Rachael & Leah: desperately
seeking heirs, the covenant continues.
Belief: The Spirit sets us free…and binds
us together…to work with others for justice,
freedom, and peace. Spiritual Practice:
Mizpah Benediction, A Service of
Homecoming.
